«Universal Nature and Man in Marcus Aurelius’ Stoicism»

At the beginning of the development of environmental ethics Stoic philosophers
were regarded as representatives of the extreme anthropocentricism of Western
philosophical tradition which in the long run accounted for the current
environmental crisis (Passmore 1974), but they were also taken as teachers of an
austere Philosophy of Life appropriate to the age of technology (Jonas 1979).
They came again to the fore later in the context of an interesting debate that
showed their views as anticipations of diverse ecological theories. This is the case
of Jim Cheney’s article “ The Neostoicism of Radical Environmentalism” (1989)
and that of William Stephens “Stoic Naturalism, Rationalism and Ecology” (1994),
published in Environmental Ethics. The former reads into Stoicism some views
of Deep Ecology and the latter traces into their writings some stands of Social
Ecology. There follows a critical discussion of these views by Alan Holland in
his essay “Fortitude and Tragedy: The Prospects for a Stoic Environmentalism”
published in Westra-Robinson (eds.) The Greeks and the Environment (1997),
while lately some hints were dropped about a Stoic animism, despite the well
known Stoic rationalism. In this paper, in view of the above readings, I confine
my research on Marcus Aurelius” Meditations and I discuss his views on universal
nature and on the nature, constitution and function of man, in the context of Stoic
cosmopolitanism. In conclusion, I rather preclude an affinity of Stoicism with the
Biocentricism of Deep Ecology because the Stoic man did not recognize any moral
relationship with nature as a whole, with irrational animals and plants. Yet, I do
not entirely reject some analogies with Social Ecology and Holistic Eco-centricism
or cosmocentricism. However, I do not speak of a particular Stoic Eco-ethics in the
modern sense, but of a thin anthropocentric Stoic Philosophy of Nature inspiring
into man respect and care for common nature and outlining a most positive attitude
of classical philosophical tradition towards environmentalism.

The East-European regional representative of the International Society
for Environmental Ethics (ISEE), the member of the Institute of Communication
Ethics, the International Society for Animal Rights, the International Bioethics
Education Network, All India Bioethics Association and others. A former visiting
fellow at the University of Helsinki, and at the Colorado State University. A
participant in a lot of international congresses, conferences as well as UNESCO
educational programs in bioethics. The author of 40 articles (in Polish and
English), the editor of Ethical Dimension of Interpersonal Communication in
Clinical Practice, and the author of a book on The Theoretical Foundations of the
Neonaturalistic Environmental Bioethics (in Polish). An animal welfare activist of
the “Animals and us Foundation” - one of Polish NGOs. At present he is working
on a monography on euthanasia.

Iepidnyn / Abstract
«Where Do All the Flowers Stand? An Attempt at Evolotionary Axiology»
In order to construct a verifiable and convincing ethic, which means one rationally
binding humans to environmental protection without committing the naturalistic
fallacy, it is necessary both to find the metaphysical possibility for the empirical fact
to be a normative one and to make a valuation agent abstract. Thus, I propose the
way of evolutionary axiology highlighting the category of teleonomy (adaptational
functionality) of valuation-ability (ability to value). This approach is an alternative
to the systems of environmental ethics that are based on the category of autonomous
intrinsic value. The exclusive agent of valuation as well as cognition is the
evolutionary Transcendental (pan-species) Subject (TS), or Living Being as such.
The states-of-affairs which have the metaphysical status of values are immanently
valued (and that is why they become valuable) by TS which is their intrinsic
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constitutive element. Valuation itself is the unique, naturally selected instinctive
way of reaction of organisms to environmental events, making it possible for
certain species of animals to survive in the non-axiological order of the biosphere.
Hence, human duties toward the environment are not facultative, based on the
passive reception of separate value-qualities, but they arise from the participation
of Homo sapiens in the bio-community of transcendental (but not transcendent!)-
i.e. common to all species - values. The structure of vital (the necessary conditions
and attributes for an entity to be living), moral and aesthetic values constitutes the
environmental life-quality (ELQ), or the essential state for Life on Earth to self-
continue. The category of TS represents pan-species, functional (both innate at
the DNA level and acquired) knowledge of how to act for the sake of ELQ. Plants
represent the vegetative level of TS, and a subclass of non-autotelic vital values.

Dr. Steven Best is Associate Professor of Humanities
and Philosophy at the University of Texas, El Paso. He
is author and editor of 10 books and has published
over 150 articles and reviews on diverse topics. He
has won two “Philosophy Book of the Year” awards,”

his works are translated into over a dozen languages, and in 2007 the national
US magazine, VegNews, voted him as one the nation’s “25 Most Fascinating
Vegetarians.” A popular public figure, he has spoken throughout the world, and
been interviewed in print, radio, television, and film documentaries. A strong
advocate of applied philosophy, Best has been a tireless activist in numerous causes
for 30 years. For his uncompromising advocacy of “total liberation” (humans,
animals, and the earth), he has been denounced before Congress and banned from
the UK for life. From the US to Norway, from Sweden to France, from Germany to
Russia to South Africa, Best, undaunted, shows what philosophy means in a world
in crisis.

Iepidnyn / Abstract
«Total Liberation: Revolution for the 21st Century»
Despite recent decades of intense social and environmental struggles, we
are nevertheless losing ground in the battles for democracy and ecology.
Neoliberalism and globalization have destroyed social democracies, widened gaps
between rich and poor, dispossessed farmers, and marketized the entire world.
Signs of ecological distress are everywhere, from shrinking forests and depleted
fisheries to vanishing wilderness and rising sea levels. Since the 1980s, there
has been growing awareness that environmentalism cannot succeed without
social justice and social justice cannot be realized without environmentalism.
But this alliance is exclusionary, discriminatory, speciesist, and hypocritical. The
interests of one species are represented as millions of others go unrecognized
except to be exploited as resources for human use. It fails to grasp the profound
theoretical, ethical, political, and ecological contributions that animal liberation
(and its corollary, ethical veganism) bring to the table. Conversely, the animal
rights and vegan communities -- marginalized in their largely white middle class
zones of privilege - fail to engage the massive global power base of progressive/
Left social movements. It is becoming increasingly clear that human, animal, and
earth liberation movements are inseparably linked, such that none can be free

until all are free. Given their symbiotic, holistic, and interlocking relationship, it
is imperative that we no longer speak of human liberation, animal liberation, or
earth liberation as if they were independent struggles; rather, we need to speak of
total liberation. Theoretically, we must identify commonalities of oppression, such
as stem from speciesism and slavery, or patriarchy and capitalism. Politically, we
need to form alliances against common oppressors, across class, racial, gender, and
national boundaries, as we link democracy to ecology and social justice to animal
rights. Now more than ever, we need more expansive visions and politics on all
sides of the human/animal/earth liberation equation, as we must build new bridges
and advance novel forms of dialogue, learning, and struggle. The domination of
humans, animals, and the earth stem from the same mindset and institutional
forms that promote hierarchy, hostility to otherness, and the will to power. This
can only be fully revealed and transformed by engaging the animal standpoint,
a multiperspectival theory of hierarchical domination, and an alliance politics
broader and deeper than anything yet created. A truly revolutionary movement
will not just emancipate members of one species, but rather all species and the
earth itself. A future revolutionary movement worthy of its name will overcome
instrumentalism and hierarchical thinking in every pernicious form, including that
of humans over animals and the earth. It will merge animal, earth, and human
liberation in a total liberation struggle against global capitalism and hierarchical
domination of all kinds.

«The duty towards Biosphere: Degrowth»
Development, specially under its neoliberal version, seems to be less and less
compatible with the ecological stability of the planet, the financial sustainability
of the global economy, the social justice which was supposed to govern our acts
and a more “humane” human life as far as concerns the huge increase of our needs
and the concomitant intensification of land and time use. There is already a huge
production of arguments supporting the view that our current development model
leads the planet into a destructive path where climate destabilization, extended
pollution of all kinds, degradation of the natural resources, decrease of biodiversity,
poverty and war will be the end products. The financial crisis we live in reminds us
that increase of the Gross National Product (GNP) doesn’t necessarily represent an
increase of human and biosphere welfare. Some analysts claim exactly the opposite.
Moreover, we are called every year to produce and consume more than our income
would permit. To be able to do that we should find an “asset” to enter the market
with it. That asset is our future. Consequently that procedure is obviously non
sustainable. Huge increases of GNP are always connected with growing income
inequalities. Although the current continuous increase of wealth production on a
global scale in quantities never known before throughout human history, poverty
is still a burden for the 20% of the human population. Time management is heading
towards increasing effectiveness (although not necessarily efficiency) the result of
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which is a decreasing quality of life full of work to maximize profit and less physical
courage for devoting ourselves to communication with people, our health, art or
love relationships. Because of all previous reasons we propose degrowth. A way
of life during which we think again about our needs, we tend to consume less,
have more free time and possibly live happier. If that procedure takes place in
an organized way (ie. non threatening our basic level of life) it might become the
answer to all previously described evils of growth.

In this paper I would to offer a more charitable
interpretation of his views first by trying to comprehend the reasons underlying the
above position, and second by arguing that the first formulation of the categorical
imperative prohibits the adoption of maxims that would allow the extinction of
harmless species and our being totally indifferent to environmental issues.

“The Place of Human Dignity in European Legal Documents
and Environmental Concerns”

A few years after the Second World War, the concept of human dignity started to get
an increasingly important place in many significant European legal documents. Most
European countries included this term in their constitutions. Furthermore, a number
of UN declarations and conventions, as well as some significant documents of Euro-
pean Union also incorporated the concept of human dignity. Not only the frequency
of use of this term in the authoritative legal texts, but also the way it is used and the
context in which it is usually put shows its importance. It is very well known today
that the concept of human dignity was one of the major subjects of the very sharp
utilitarian critique when the status of animals and nature in general are in question.
The famous Peter Singer’s thesis stated that the idea of human dignity was only the
euphemism for the idea of the sanctity of human life. This critique revealed in what
way it is dangerous to understand the human dignity as an absolute value. A further
detailed approach to the idea of human dignity suggests two important issues. The
first one is the fact that the concept of human dignity is being regarded as the basis of
human rights. The second one concerns the philosophical origin of this notion and its
inner relatedness to the concept of duty and responsibility. This latter aspect is often
being neglected or even forgotten. This paper examines the idea that the notion of
responsibility is a primary constituent of the concept of human dignity. This analysis
should contribute to the possibility of overcoming the (in recent decades created)
antithesis of human dignity and environmental concerns.

«Engironmentalism; keeping balance between reform and revolution»

The battle between reformers and revolutionaries dates back to the birth of politics
and can be identified in all of its aspects. Environmentalism, in its broader sense
as a political, social and moral movement that aims to improve and protect the
quality of the natural environment, does not offer an exemption to that rule. The
specific dimensions of Environmentalism cover a great spectrum from the clear
philosophical one, which is dominated by environmental ethics to the field of
practical application of policies, where in our days sustainable development is very
popular. These dimensions along with a few others can be identified as parameters
of a broader and more general stream of Environmentalism. Approaching the issue
of Environmentalism from the point of view of social philosophy the question of
precise target of environmental notions arises. An attempt to categorize these
notions into two general subcategories the reformist and the revolutionary can
help us clarify them. In general terms, the reformist view suggests the estimation of
certain values of environmental ethics during descision making whereas the radical
revolutionary view emphasizes on the need to impose those values and recognize
them as the imperative parameter of our times. Reformists believe that the call for
a total overthrow of the existing system is extreme accepting that it is possible to
adopt environmental values within the existing system. In contrast, revolutionaries
believe that any attempt of modifying the existing social-political-economical
system is worthless. Therefore, they ask for its overthrow and replacement by
a totally new system that has environmentalism on the top of its moral values.
This paper examines the major arguments of each side and attempts to critically
evaluate them.

Ecofascism is hostile to technology and industrialization, to urbanization,
to democracy and, in general, to human free will, regarding them the main factors
for the decay of our species, as well as for the deterioration of the environment.
Moreover, ecofascists insist on the urgent need of depopulation, even if this were
to be achieved through unethical means, such as wars, banning of procreation etc.
The thought of Kaarlo Pentti Linkola, the Finnish environmental guru and ethicist,
could be put down as an epitome of Ecofascism.
